The StreamView hand-held design and simplicity of operation 
(point and shoot) are the first noticeably unique features of this 
high speed digital camera. The ability to use the memory or the 
hard disk space of an attached computer for direct digital video 
storage reveals a sophistication underlying additional 
capabilities that are also unique to the camera. Alone the 
feature allows you to record up to 8 hours of high speed video 
direct to disk, without purchasing high speed camera memory.  

Standard television resolution is 640 x 480 interlaced video.     
The StreamView can record 200 digital images per second non-interlaced at this 
resolution directly to disk over a standard Ethernet cable. This capability provides over 6 
times the record rate of standard video recorders. In application you may instantly replay 
the video at 1 to 30 images per second allowing you to pinpoint production line problems, 
analyze a golf swing or perform gait analysis research in a biomechanical laboratory. 

Using the rechargeable battery and tethered to a battery powered notebook computer the 
field capability of this camera becomes evident. Detached from the handle the camera 
becomes a microscope mountable tool. Pull the trigger on the camera’s handle or provide 
TTL input and you are recording directly to the notebook via Ethernet cable. Live video 
from the camera or recorded video is viewed on your notebooks display.
